 •   Register for an account and complete the training
 •   Upon course completion, print or download a copy of your certi�cate

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:

What Respect Group Course should I do? 
 •   If you are involved in the Education Sector you may take Respect in School 
 •   If you are a community, sport, recreation focused individual then you should take Respect in  
     Sport Activity Leader 
 •   If you are involved with both as a sports coach or volunteer, then you should take the Respect 
     Sport Activity Leader training as this is often a provincial requirement for sports associations.

It is asking for payment or a Pre-Authorization code:
The course cost is $30 unless you are associated with a sports group or a member of an a�liated Safe Places 
organization. Most SaskSport and Sask Hockey a�liated organizations access a di�erent URL that requires 
no charge for recerti�cation.  

If you are accessing another community or education-based URL, contact Safe Places to determine if 
payment is required. There are often pre-authorization codes made available, so you do not have to make 
payment.
